: There aren't any cars coming. Let's cross the

street here.

: No. We have to follow the pedestrian signals.

When it's red, we can't cross the street even if
no cars are coming.

: Move back a little, and stand on the sidewalk.

: You know large vehicles have many blind

spots. You should never pass in front of large
vehicles or get too close to them.

: Dad, the green light still has 5 seconds left.

: No. Don't try crossing the street when the

green light for pedestrians has only a few
seconds left. Just wait for the next green light,
of you might get stuck in the middle of the
road.

: If the road is too wide to make it all the way

across the crosswalk, you can stop at the
traffic island, and wait for the next green light.

: Of course they do! Also, you should always

walk on the sidewalk. If there isn’t a sidewalk,
then walk along the street in the direction
facing oncoming traffic to be safe.
